3.2.2. Reading: Common Latin American Holidays and Festivals

*The Three Kings Day, Epiphany. In many Catholic countries children receive gifts on this day rather than on Christmas.  It is celebrated in January. Since the Three Kings brought gifts for Jesus, people exchange presents and children put out their shoes for the magi to leave the presents inside.

*Easter and the Holy Week. It is celebrated in Spain, Mexico and all of Latin America.	 Easter is one of the highest holy days of the year. It is not celebrated on a specific day, but it is sometime between March and April. The week leading up to Easter involves solemn processions, prayer, masses and other preparation for Jesus’ rebirth. Customs in the United States include Mexicans’ cascarones, the Mexican version of an Easter egg or eggshells, filled with confetti. They are meant to be cracked on someone’s head as a funny  surprise.

*Cinco de Mayo (México): Commemorates the victory of Mexican forces over the French army at the Battle of Puebla on May 5th, 1862. It is primarily a regional festivity held in the Mexican state capital city of Puebla, and in other parts of Mexico. It is also commemorated in U.S. cities with a large Mexican population.

*Day of the Dead (Mexico, Central America):	 In most regions of Mexico, November1st is to honor children and infants, whereas deceased adults are honored on November2nd. “Holly Innocents Day” or “Day of the Little Angels” is generally indicate when referring to November 1st and November2nd as “Day of the Dead".
Traditionally, people set up altars in their homes to honor the memory of loved ones who are gone. They believe they visit them on this day. Others visit their loved one’s cemetery plot and decorate it with flowers, candles and food. The holiday is celebrated with family and community gatherings, music, and feasting, and the festivity is to recognize dead is another part of life.

The Parranda is a Puerto Rican tradition where groups of friends and even strangers gather to “asaltar” or overtake other friends’ homes with holiday merriment. Some “parranderos” play musical instruments such as guitars, drums and maracas, while others dance. Everyone sings. These parties are spontaneous, so every household must be prepared throughout the holidays and at all hours to receive guests. Rum and traditional food is always available.

[bookmark: 5669a3dbe4b009377b24008e]Tamales are holiday staples in many parts of Latin America. Because making tamales can be pretty time consuming, many people prefer to participate in tamaladas, or tamal-making parties, where participants exchange recipes and bond as they prepare this delicious holiday staple in bulk. 
Caribbean Latinos also enjoy a similar tradition, hosting an informal gathering in someone’s home where they make their own version of tamales: pasteles. 
Pasteles  are typically made with plantain -or yucca-based dough instead of a corn-based dough, and are wrapped in banana leaves, rather than corn husks.

The Novena is a series of prayers that are said for nine straight days in anticipation of the birth of Jesus. The prayers are requests but also offerings of gratitude to the Almighty. Families typically gather around nativity scenes and pray together. After prayer, people play instruments and sing Villancicos or Christmas carols. Children pray the Christmas Novena while recreating the Nativity scene in Bogotá, Colombia.

The Rio Carnival is the most famous party in the world and the most expected event in the South American social calendar. Of all the cultural festivities, anywhere on the continent, this is the one that attracts the most visitors from all over the world. With its roots in 1000 CE Italy, the carnival takes place in February (just before Lent in the Christian calendar) and this South American version is related to other world-famous carnivals like the one held in Venice, Italy.  Although celebrations are held in other South American nations, such as Bolivia, Peru, Argentina and Uruguay; The Rio Carnival gets almost two million people participating everyday for the last four days of the two-week event. Nowadays, parties brimming with hypnotic music, unbelievable dancing, flamboyant floats, outlandish costumes, fantastic food and non-stop festivities are found all over the Brazilian city, culminating in the Sambadrome on the last, no-holds-barred night.

How did Thanksgiving Begin?
Long ago, in the early 1600s, a group of people in England didn’t want to follow the official religion in their country. The King controlled everything, even the Church itself, and everyone had to profess the same beliefs. Anyone who did not do so would be sent to prison.
The “Puritans” were a group of people who did not want to obey the King. They wanted to have complete freedom. To escape the rule of the King and his church, around 100 men, women and children left their homeland, with their dream of escaping this belief slavery. They took a deadly voyage on a ship, the Mayflower—on a pilgrimage to the New World.
These brave travelers—who the history books refer as the Pilgrims—landed in Plymouth after their long sixty five-day journey. Many of them did not make it and died on the ship. It was December 11th, 1620. The cold winter had set in. The land was strange to them, and nothing seemed familiar. On March 1621 they met Squanto, an indian who spoke English well, with his help, they could survive. 
The winter was long, cold, and very hard for the Pilgrims. Luckily, Native Americans helped by supplying them with seeds and food, teaching them about their new home, and giving them the skills needed to survive in a strange, new land.
The first year in their new home was hard for the Pilgrims. Many died. However, the Native Americans taught them to grow their own food. The fall harvest was a good one. To celebrate their good fortune, the Pilgrims prepared a very big celebration, athanksgiving feast. They invited their new friends of course.
Many different foods were cooked for the feast - wild turkey, duck, and venison were probably served, along with fish, pumpkins, squash, corn, sweet potatoes, and cranberries. Captain Miles Standish, the leader of the Pilgrims, invited all of the Native Americans who had helped them so much during their first year. Everyone had a good day of thanksgiving. The feast lasted for three days! This harvest feast in 1621 is often called the "First Thanksgiving." Thanksgiving became one of the most important holidays in the United States. People travel long distances to meet their family and spend the long weekend together. In 1941 President Franklin Roosevelt made Thanksgiving a national holiday.
Thanksgiving Day is a national holiday celebrated in Canada, the United States, some of the Caribbean islands, and Liberia. It began as a day of giving thanks for the blessing of the harvest and of the preceding year. Similarly named festival holidays occur in Germany and Japan. Thanksgiving is celebrated on the second Monday of October in Canada and on the fourth Thursday of November in the United States, and around the same part of the year in other places. Although Thanksgiving has historical roots in religious and cultural traditions, it has long been celebrated as a secular holiday as well.

	Chinese New Year

	Ilustrar cada festival

	Also known as the "Spring Festival" celebrations typically run from the the first day, to the Lantern Festival on the 15th day of the first calendar month. The first day of the New Year falls on the new moon between 21stJanuary and 20th February. 
Often, the evening preceding Chinese New Year's Day is a special day for Chinese families to gather for the annual reunion dinner. It is also traditional for every family to thoroughly clean the house, in order to sweep away any ill-fortune and to make way for incoming good luck. Windows and doors are decorated with red color paper-cuts and couplets with popular themes of "good fortune" or "happiness", "wealth", and "longevity". Other activities include lighting firecrackers and giving money in red paper envelopes.
It is one of the world's most eye-catching and celebrated festivals, with the largest number of visitors in the world.

	

	Yi Peng Lantern Festival

	

	
The Yee Peng Festival (or Yi Peng) is celebrated on the full moon night of November, when locals go to temple to follow Buddhist traditions such as offering lanterns to the monks, listening to the monks pray, and meditating. But the most known practice is the launch of khom loy, or lanterns, into the night sky. A traditional khom loy is constructed of a bamboo base and wrapped with mulberry papers. Before we light up the lantern, we honor  Lord Buddha, who grants us wisdom in return — the flame of the lantern represents knowledge, guiding our lives on the right path.  Yee = two, Peng = full moon. Yee Peng means the full moon night in month 2 of the Lanna lunar calendar (or November).

	

	Carnival in Venice, Italy
	

	The Carnival of Venice is a worldwide festival that takes place in Venice, Italy. The Carnival finishes with the Christian celebration of Lent, which takes place forty days before Holy Week. The festival is known to for its elaborated masks.
During the 40 days of Lent, parties and foods have no limits. As a result, people would try to get rid of all of their rich food and drink (and get their partying out of the way!) before Lent. Hence… Carnival. In fact, the word Carnevale may come from the Latin words carne and vale, meaning “farewell to meat”.The massive arrival of the foreigners, (between 20 and 30,000, by some estimates) among whom they could count monarchs, who came to enjoy the entertainment and pleasure that the incognito of the mask afforded them, represents an economic manna for Venice doubled by a unique reputation for freedom and splendor. 

	

	La Tomatina
	

	La Tomatina is a very popular festivity that takes place in Buñol, Valencia. Here participants throw tomatoes and get engaged in this tomato fight just for entertainment purposes. For over fifty years it has been held on the last Wednesday of August. This world-famous battlelasts an hour, after which the town has turned completely red.Fire trucks then hose down the streets and participants often use hoses that locals provide to remove the tomatoes from their bodies. Some participants go to “los peñones” pool to wash. The acidity of the tomatoes leads to the washed surfaces in the town becoming very clean.

	

	Albuquerque International Balloon Fiesta
	

	It is a yearly festival of hot air balloons that is held in Albuquerque, New Mexico, United States in the first week of October. The Balloon Fiesta is an event that lasts nine days, and has over 500 balloons each year. The event is the largest hot air balloon festival in the world.The Albuquerque International Balloon Fiesta is an international attraction and destination for kids from everywhere. 
Guests from all over the world come to Albuquerque to witness ballooning like nowhere else. Literally hundreds of balloons takeflight from the Balloon Fiesta.
From its humble beginnings in the early 70’s withonly 13 balloons launching from a shopping mall parking lot, the Balloon Fiesta has developed multiple events launching year-round at the custom-designed, 365-acre Balloon Fiesta Park. The event remains Balloon Fiesta—which, with almost 600 balloons, is the largest ballooning event on earth, the most photographed event on earth, and the largest annual international event held in the United States.
