	A Never Ending Scar

	
It was a sunny and beautiful Sunday. I still remember the date perfectly: September 17th, 1989. I had just begun high school at Liceo de Moravia. The school change was being tough. I was failing a couple of courses. The third trimester was beginning and I needed to get better in Spanish and Math. However, I did not have plans to study that particular weekend. I felt stressed and needed to relax. Back in the day the best way of forgetting my problems for a while was playing soccer. There was a soccer field right in front my house. There were always many people playing soccer so it was easy to get into a match. I had spent the whole morning there and I was having the time of my life. It was about noon so my mother came out calling my name: lunch was ready. I said to myself: “Good grief! So soon already?” I wasn’t even hungry. I never felt any hunger when I was playing my favorite sport. I had to obey my mom. Otherwise, I would not be able to play later. 
      I got into the house and I ate as fast as could. I do not think I really tasted my mom’s cooking that day. I was done and I was on my way back to the soccer field. My mother said I could not go out so soon. I had to wait two hours to play again. “Two hours?” I said.
“Not in this life”. I did not listen. I disobeyed. How I wish I had listened to my mom. I do not remember much after that. The images get blurry. I recall seeing a lady with a big umbrella protecting herself from the sun. Then, there were some guys playing in another part of the field. I sat down by their match hoping they would ask to play with them. Later on, I blacked out. There was probably an hour where I lost consciousness. When I woke up I was lying on the street, I had a terrible headache, there were a lot of people around me and I could not move. 
     There was a lot of blood by but I felt nothing. My Dad was the first to find out. He took off his shirt and covered my leg. A motorcycle had torn my left leg. Later, they told me I had ran after a ball and when I got to the street this vehicle ran over my leg and left me bleeding like a turned-on faucet. I remember listening to ambulance siren and my mother crying for me. Then, we got to the hospital. I can still see my muscle when the doctor was sewing it. It looked like a piece of steak. It took him 2 hours to repair my leg. There were a total of 60 stitches. I saw the doctor cleaning my wound with water: the most horrible pain I have ever felt. I was in the hospital for three days. I recall being on the hospital bed and trying to go the bathroom. When I leaned my leg, I felt how torn apart it was. 
     I could not walk for three months: I had to use clutches. After I was released, I had to keep going to the hospital in order to be cured on a regular basis. Later on, a nurse came to my house to do the same. It probably took me a year to be entirely healed. Still, I passed 7th grade with honors, thanks to my mom’s help. She never left me, she even studied and did homework with me. It has been 28 years since that terrible day. I have a scar that will always be a reminder of those teen days. That is a day I will never forget.

Cocos Island is the only oceanic island in the eastern Pacific region with rainforests and robust flora and fauna.
Manuel Antonio National Park, is one of the most visited national parks in the country, and is only  2 hours from the Juan Santamaria International Airport, with an exuberant combination of forests, reefs and beaches. 
Monteverde is a misty and cloudy small town in Puntarenas and is considered a major tourist destination due to its numerous nature reserves and impressive rain and cloud forests. Around 250,000 tourists visit Monteverde each year. And, it was voted as one of Costa Rica’s Seven Wonders, along with Isla del Coco, Tortuguero, Arenal Volcano, Cerro Chirripó, Río Celeste and Poás Volcano.
Jacó is the most popular beach. It is specially known for being a wild party beach during the weekend, and a number one destination for surfers. Jacó has a long list of restaurants, hotels, supermarkets and is easily accessible, as it is only 2 hours from the airport or San José. Another popular place in Puntarenas is the Santa Elena Reserve. It was around 1990 and is very close to Monteverde. It is primary visited for its wildlife making people feel they are surrounded by nature.
